Thank you for the opportunity to comment on this important proposal. Greenlight
Engineering has been hired by No SuperWalmart to provide a review of the
transportation related issues of this application. We have reviewed the application
materials regarding the proposed zone change. We offer the following comments
regarding this application.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In general, we find the application to be lacking in details sufficient to satisfy the criteria
required for approval. The applicant has not submitted significant evidence to sustain
their burden of proof that the application is in conformance with the Comprehensive Plan.
Additionally, the trip generation estimates provided by the applicant are not accurate and
underestimate the possible trip generation of the site.

FINDINGS

We have the following comments regarding this proposal as referenced by the applicable
criteria described in the Planning and Zoning Commission’s “Reasoned Statement of
Relevant Criteria and Standards for Granting or Denial of Zoning District Boundary
Change” dated March 8, 2006:

1. The proposed rezone is not in general conformance with the Comprehensive
Plan. .

a. The applicant has not provided substantial evidence to sustain their burden
of proof that the proposal will “maintain and enhance the quality of life in
Moscow by creating transportation systems that move people effectively
and safely” as required by Section 10 of the Moscow Comprehensive Plan.

b. The applicant has not provided substantial evidence to sustain their burden
of proof that the proposal will “provide a safe and efficient motor vehicle
transportation system...” as required by Section 10 of the Moscow
Comprehensive Plan.
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
